	1)  Imagine you are Jamal or Bibi at the end of the book.  Write 3 diary entries [10 lines each] expressing your views and thoughts.

	2)  Tell the story of “Boy Overboard” in poem form.

	3)  Create a table that shows differences between life in Afghanistan and life in Australia.

	4)  Write a letter to the Australian government [as yourself] and express your views on asylum seekers and refugees trying to enter this country [1 page in length]

	5)  Create a timeline – using A3 paper – that shows key events from the novel, in order.

	6)  Write an alternative ending to the novel [min. 1 page]

	7)  Write a deleted chapter from the novel.  This chapter could have been anywhere in the book – make sure before you write this chapter that you state whereabouts in the book you would place it [E.g. between chapters 11 and 12].  Length: 1 page

	8)  In cartoon strip format, draw a scene from the novel.  It can be any scene but you need to demonstrate your knowledge of the scene.  As it is a cartoon strip format, you need to include pictures and words.
